COURSE TO KURSK

A group of students, workers and cadets from Saratov
went to worship the place where one of the decisive
battles in the national and, perhaps, world history

took place.

Tourist trips for ExpoPUL
employees have already
ceased to be a novelty.

The owner of the plant,
American Mike Matthews,

Saratov musicians
performed well-known
works and their own
compositions. Lovers of
hard music instantly filled
the entire hall, so that the
apple had nowhere to fall.
