ROAD TO STALINGRAD

Visited by a group of Saratov teenagers of Expo-PUL workers

The expedition to sacred places of combat glory
was arranged by the menogement and frode
union of the Expo-PUL factory. USA ditizen Mike
Matthews, the owner of Expo-PUL, was the
sponsor and inspiration for this trip.

In sending young people to the hero-cty of Stalingrod,
the bottle, which wos o tuming point in WWII, Mike
Matthews was sure that contiguity with the poges of the
great history of their country would help them to over-
come oll difficulties in their Iie.

Story of the roider
componry’s ettempt b0 seize Expo-PUL ogitoted the entire
world. The situation is stll under the fixed attention of
leading Ression end foreign moss medio. Mike
Natthews bebeves that the olliance between Russio ond
Americo, born in thase long ogo war years, will jointly
withstond the modera ewl of corruption ond get
sironger. Young gemerations should treasure their
fothers' trodifions. That is why Mike sponsored the trip
1o these ploces of battle. We now report obout it in
detoil.

The Porticiponts of this oction realized thot in Stolingrod
they were not only touring sacred sites but thot they olso
hod work fo do there. Viodimir Chinchikoy, Expo-PUL
Director, spoke obout this in his porfing words. The
nome of the expedition wos Rock & Roll ogainst
Corruption”. Music is the motivation of this lorge-scole
odion. Tubes produced by Expo-PUL are unique and

they ore used to build musial omplifiers used by the
most famous Rock & Roll sters around the world.

The young cilizens of Sorofov would visit the Veterans
Haspital ond give presents to ofl of the veterons of the
Stalingrod bettle.

Aong with these teens in the Saratov group, were vel-
erons of vorious wars. The eldest of them was 83-years
old Ivon Timofeyevich Nemchenko, o soldier who ook
part in the Stalingrod batthe. Less thon 19 yeors old, he
commonded o compony ond wos seriously wounded
morth of the Barrikady foctory. Yori Zolotorev ond
Sergei Mazhorov were partidpoats of Chechnyo battles.
They were on the staff of the MVD (Ministry of Internal
Affairs) speciol divisions. Both were honored with com-
bat awords for their involvement in many miltory mis-
sions. Patriots of different generations went to
Stalingrod fo bow their heods o the memory of herces.

Every street in Stalingrod is o museum. Quorters of the
iy ore filled with monuments and memoriols. Trecks of
dreodful fights are kept by an old lemppost ond o hege
poplor tree in one of the public gordens thot survived
the bottle of Stalingrod bet did not escope the scars from
exploding missiles. A famous Mil on the bank of the
Volga stands in ruins. After the wor, it wes decided to
keep these horrible remoins for generations 1o remem-
bee. Tourists opproach with socred trembling to the
atodel of the city-legendory Poviev's House, which
never surrendered.

The Serctov grosp come to Momeyey Kergon in T-shirs

with the inscription “Rock & Roll Routs Racketeers” with
o picture of Mike, leoder in this struggle. The ascent 1o
the top of this most socred memorial was a long journey
0s 83 year-old lvon Timofeyevich wos patieatly over-
coming hendreds of steps together with the group. WW
II soldiers, of such o venerable age, are rare guests on
Momayev Kurgon. That is why so many people wished
1o have their picture token with o reel portidpant of the
Stolingrod battle.

At 11 sharp, a ceremonial change of guard morched info
the memorial hall. All grew quiet and the veterons came
1o their foet when they heard the “Attention!” commond.
The ritudl of the changiag of the guord is as complicated
ond siridly executed os the one of the Unknown
Soldier’s Grove in Moscow. When the guords were
morching along the endless list of follen heroes” nomes,
carved in granite, oll got a kumps in their throots.

At the pedestol of the Motherlond monument the teens
filled their souvenir bullet cases with groins of Kergan
socred soi.

An honorable ceremony of presenting gifts, from Mike
Matthews and Expo-PUL, wos held ot Stalingrod hospital
No.3 where velerons of WW Il ore ftreoted. Nuri
Akhmedav who is the hospital's Chief physicion greeted
the group. The leader of the Saratov delegotion reod
Mike's testimaonial letter to partidponts of the Stolingrod
battle. Represeatatives of the young generation hoaded
o “front set” gift 1o each veteran. Unofficial discussions
ond misgling of different gemerations was kvely ond
interesting. All of the veterans were very touched with
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the worm ctteaion of Soratov guests and asked to poss
their thanks fo Mike.

That doy Mike's “Rock ond Roll routs Rocketeers” T-
shirts were noficed throughout Stalingrod. All saw the
Stalingrod Botfle ponoromo, wolked olong the embonk-
ment, hod o boat ride down the Yolga river and visited
Volzhsky sowa and one of the lutest sightseeing morvels
of Stalingrod the world dass Pork House trode center.

The Stolingrod trip wes o good patriotic scheol for the
young generation. On their way back, oll the portic-
ponts of the trip felt proud of their involvement with this
noble oction that is only a small port of the developing
movement “Rock & Roll ogeinst Corruption.”
